Residue from herbicides used to clear land can be toxic
to humans, animals and pollinators. Unlike mowers that cut weeds and allow seeds to lie, goats
consume most the seeds along the weeds, thereby preventing unwanted reseeding. Stopping this
reseeding is a benefit to all neighbor’s property as well because the wind transfers and blows these
seeds at will.
